Bainton Reading Room Constitution

Objective:

The aim of the Bainton Reading room committee is to manage the day-to-day operations of the Reading Room for the benefit of residents of the parish or Bainton & Ashton, Cambridgeshire. The Reading Room is a village facility that is used for wide range of social, sporting and educational uses and as a focal point for village events.

Powers

The reading room is a non-profit organisation that can raise money through lettings, hire of equipment, running events or from grants and donations. Formal accounts should be kept and inspected annually by an independent person.

Committee

The committee shall be comprised of at least 5 residents of the parish of Bainton & Ashton. At the AGM the officers will be elected: Chair, Secretary, treasurer.

Membership

Involvement in the committee is voluntary. Reasonable expenses can be paid and staff can be employed and paid.

Closing Down
